Qualifications Checklist:
☐ U.S. Citizen (and not a dual citizen with Japan by the time of acquisition of student status).
☐ Born on or after April 2, 2002.
☐ In good physical and mental health.
☐ Completed at least 12 years of schooling (minimum of High School Diploma or GED) in a country 
.other than Japan (see guidelines for more details) by March 2027.
☐ Studying Natural or Social Sciences/Humanities. Courses in Art, Music, Religion, etc. are not 
.provided. (see pg. 1 of the guidelines for a list of available courses).
☐ Able to arrive in Japan at the designated time, generally the first week of April.
☐ Willing to receive a new “Student” visa.
☐ Willing to learn Japanese or having proficiency sufficient for study in Japan.
☐ Willing to contribute to mutual understanding between Japan and the U.S.

NOT Eligible:
Military at the time of arrival, previous MEXT grantee, current applicant for another MEXT scholarship, already enrolled in a Japanese university with a “Student” visa or has an overlapping scholarship.
